The Hon. Speaker tabled the minutes of the previous Sitting before the House for adoption. The House adopted the minutes as a correct record of proceedings for that day.

MOTIONS:


a).
Motions without notice

· The MEC Hon. Matsemela placed a motion without notice on behalf of the ANC to congratulate the Women’s National Soccer Team, Banyana-Banyana for their splendid display during the recent Africa Cup of Nations Tournament that the country hosted. She further indicated that though Banyana-Banyana did not qualify for the World Cup, their performance was inspiring as they demonstrated a willingness to die with their soccer boots.

· Hon. Mokemele-Mothibi on behalf of the ANC placed a motion without notice about the 16 days of activism against women and child abuse. She then indicated that from the 25th November to 10th December 2010, South Africa will embark on the 16 days of activism aimed at reducing violence against women and children. In concluding she mentioned that as the ANC, they call all South Africans to rally behind this important campaign to combat violence against women and children.

The House adopted all the above motions without notices.

b).
Notices of motions 

· The Hon. Speaker needed clarity from the Leader of Government Business to establish if the MEC Kasienyane delegated any Member to lead the motion she placed in the previous Sitting. The Leader of Government Business indicated that Hon. Baloyi was delegated to lead the debate on the motion.

· Hon. Baloyi read the motion on the eviction of Makhubung community. He indicated that it is quite appalling to learn of inhumane processes reminiscent of the erstwhile apartheid era taken against people. Hon. Baloyi further indicated that the conduct of Molopo Bricks (Pty) Ltd as a company has historically been questionable in respect of recognition of basic human rights as enshrined in the constitution. He then indicated that this company had applied for a court order to evict people from their residential area, which they have occupied for a period exceeding 50 years.
· Hon. Hattingh participated in the debate of the above mentioned motion. 

· Hon. Tshwene also participated in the debate.
· The Hon. Speaker needed clarity from Hon. Hattingh if there was any court order issued regarding this matter. Hon. Hattingh indicated that he was not sure as it was mentioned by Hon. Baloyi that the company has applied for a court order.

· The Hon. Speaker then ruled that this motion will not be voted for, it shall be looked into at an appropriate time.
· Hon Hattingh read and led the debate on the R 908 963 000 that was unspent on the provision of the North West housing during the 2009/2010 financial year. He then indicated that it was the inability of the Department of Human Settlement and the North West Local Authorities to account for the unspent funds.
· Hon. Mothupi and the MEC Hon. Mohono participated in the debate of the above motion.
