a) Motion without Notice 

· Hon. Baloyi placed a motion without notice on the passing of the ANC stalwart comrade Mama Bertha Gxowa. Hon. Baloyi indicated that she was one of the 156 people accused of treason by the apartheid government and she was also banned in the 1960 state of emergency. He concluded by saying that as the ANC they are saddened by her passing but also celebrate the fact that she dedicated 56 years of her life to actively participate in the struggle for the emancipation of the people.

Hon. Hattingh raised an objection that an item on Interpellations and Questions was removed from the Order Paper without discussing it with the Whips of other parties.

The Speaker explained that he acceded to the request of the Chief Whip, who is also the Chairperson of the Working Committee, therefore interaction with other party whips should have been done at that level.

The Speaker ruled that the submission or responses to questions posed will not be affected by recess, because the Rules Committee resolved that questions will be dealt with even during recess period or constituency period.
