Introduction by the Judge President: M.T.R Mogoeng.

Judge President thanked Apostle Kingsley for the prayer, welcomed all members and distinguished guests. He further indicated that Chief Justice of the Republic of South Africa Hon. Pius Langa designated him in terms of Section 110 of the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa, Act 108 of 1996 to convene the first meeting of the North West Provincial Fourth Legislature.

Dr Baba Schalk read the convening notice as follows “Our proclamation in the Provincial gazette convening the first sitting of the fourth legislature of the North West Province. By virtue of the power vested in me in term of Section 110(1) read with Section 111 and 128 of the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa, 1996, Act 108. I Mogoeng Thomas Reetsang Mogoeng as designated by the Chief Justice of the Republic of South Africa do hereby announce that I have determined the first sitting of the fourth Legislature of the North West Province will take place in the Legislature Chamber in Mafikeng on Wednesday, 06 May 2009 commencing at 10:00. At this sitting Members of the fourth Legislature shall subscribe to the oath or affirmation. The election of the Premier, the Speaker and the Deputy Speaker of the Provincial Legislature shall also take place. Given under signature in Mafikeng on the 29th April 2009 signed Judge President”
