The Hon. Speaker presided and asked the House to observe a moment of silence for prayer or meditation.

MINUTES OF THE 10th JULY 2009
The Hon. Speaker tabled the minutes of the previous sitting held on the 09th July 2009 for corrections and adoption by Members.
The House adopted the minutes as a true record of the proceedings of the previous sitting.

3.
PROCEEDINGS ON BILLS
3.1
Second Reading: The North West Appropriation Bill, 2009.
Hon. Speaker invited MEC Mabe to present the Contingency Reserve Budget Vote 14, and to respond in concluding the debate on the Bill.
Hon. MEC Mabe gave the background of the creation of Contingency Reserve or Budget Vote 14 which was to allocate funds for the unforeseen and unavoidable expenses. She further indicated that North West Province is the only province that operated a Contingency Reserve and the National Treasury warned against this practice as it creates difficulty when requesting additional equitable share for the province. In conclusion she mentioned that no budget has been allocated for the Contingency Reserve in the 2009/10 financial year and even in the Medium Term Expenditure Framework (MTEF). She then asked the Speaker if the Bill can be read for the second time and that rule 197 be waived to allow the Bill to go through all the stages.
Hon. Speaker then asked the House if it was okay for the Bill to be read for the second time. The House agreed that the Bill should be read for the second time.

Secretary read the Bill for the second time as The North West Appropriation Bill,2009.
3.2
Third Reading: The North West Appropriation Bill,2009.
Hon. Speaker then asked the House to waive Rule 197 to allow the Bill to go through all stages. The House agreed.

Hon. Speaker asked the Secretary to read the Bill for the third time. Secretary read the Bill as The North West Appropriation ACT,2009.
The Hon. Speaker confirmed to the House that The North West Appropriation Bill,2009 has now been passed to be an ACT.
The House was then adjourned until further notice.
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
