The Hon. Speaker presided and asked the House to observe a moment of silence for prayer or meditation.

2.
MINUTES OF THE 18th JUNE 2009
Minutes of the 18th June 2009 were tabled before the House for corrections and adoption and the House adopted them as a true reflection of the above mentioned sitting.
3.
MOTIONS:

a) Motions Without Notice

i).
Hon. Num on behalf of COPE placed a motion without notice for the House to note the passing of one of the greatest Pop Stars ever found in the 21st century, Michael Jackson.

The House adopted the above motion.

ii).
Hon. T. Modise on behalf of  the ANC placed a motion without notice for the House to note the unfair labour practices and unfair dismissals which are taking place at various farms in the Province. The recent incident occurred in Selestian Park Farm in Stella.

The House adopted the above motion.

iii).
Hon. Motswenyane on behalf of DA placed a motion without notice for the House concurrent  with the motion and urge the legislature to register its concern about the reluctance to remove the election posters and again urges the political parties and municipalities to remove the unsightly  little in view of 2010 event. 

The House adopted the above motion.

iv).
Hon. Mashori on behalf of COPE placed a motion without notice for the House to note with concern the recent report that the Municipality of Tswaing is not able to provide basic services to the people of Tswaing.

The above motion without notice was converted to be a notice of motion as it contained debatable aspects. 

v).
Hon. Sebego on behalf of ANC placed a motion without notice for the House to welcome the offer made by the national government to the health professional.

The above motion without notice was converted to be a notice of motion as it contained debatable aspects.

vi).
Hon. Mfundisi on behalf of the UCDP placed a motion without notice for the House to thank and congratulate the organizers  of the FIFA Confederations Cup games that were played couple of weeks ago. He also congratulated our National Team, Bafana Bafana for the performance they have displayed.

The House adopted the motion without notice.

vii).
Hon. Mothupi forwarded a motion without notice for the House to acknowledge the official opening of the school for the blind in Christiana.


The above motion without notice was adopted by the House.  


b)  Notice of Motions.

i).
Hon. Baloyi elaborated on his converted motion about the shooting of three young black boys by a white farmer. He clarified that the motion does not attack farmers in general, but it condemns the attacks and eviction. He also urged the House to note that the are few white farmers who refuse to accept the political changes and disregard the equality as per the constitution. 

Hon. Baloyi again referred the House to all incidents that occurred in the past:

In 2007, Nine year old Tshepo Gaerupe was killed by lions at   Woodborg farm near Tosca as a result of negligence by the lion breeder who did not have a valid permit to breed lions.

In Lichtenburg, the farmer Johan Nel allegedly killed Oupa Ntsapo in October 2008 on suspicion and allegations that he was stealing chicken feet on his farm.

He concluded by appealing to the House to condemn all kinds of crime against farmers, farm workers and farm dwellers.


Hon. Hattingh and Hon. Moepeng participated in the debate.

Hon. Hattingh indicated that Hon. Baloyi did not focus on his original motion, but rather focused on other incidents that are not related to his motion. The DA wishes to go back to original motion about the shooting of three young boys by Mr Davie Swart in Brits and urge the House to give support to the families of Thabo Tabane, Tebogo Tabane and Leonard Nkadimeng and condemn all farm killings irrespective of race
Hon. Moepeng and Hon. Num also participated in the debate and hold similar understanding that Hon. Baloyi did elaborate on his original motion and made reference to other similar incidents of farm attacks, but cautioned that Members should not be allowed to open a new debate.   Hon. Speaker asked Hon. Baloyi to close the debate in terms of rules.

Hon. Baloyi closed the debate by reaffirming his position that he was not generalizing on all farmers, but only referring to those who are attacking other people on a mere allegations and in principle all member who debated are in agreement that farm attacks should be condemned.

QUESTIONS AND INTERPELLATIONS
There were eight questions tabled for the first time in the question paper, four were for the oral reply and four were for the written response. One question posed by Hon. Hattingh to the MEC of Agriculture, Conservation, Environment and Rural Development Hon. Tshwene responded to {Ref. 090630-O2}.
The rest of questions stand referred to the next sitting
5. STATEMENTS BY MEMBERS.
a).
Hon. Elisha made a statement on behalf of ANC about the Eskom tariff hikes which will affect the poor communities. 
b).
Hon. Num made a statement about the processing of Annual Performance Plans from respective provincial departments. She acknowledged that the elections may have put enormous strain on the work of committees and thereby likely to complicate the convention she is exposed to in processing the annual performance plans including budgets. She further said that the House should have processed the Appropriation Bill first and then receives briefings on Annual Performance Plans.

Hon. Mabe responded by saying that this matter will be addressed when the House deals with the revival of the Appropriation Bill which is an item in the order paper.

c).
Hon. Hattingh made the statement on behalf of DA that they welcome the intervention by the President on the current dispute between residents of Sannieshof and the Municipality. He further said that the dispute came as a result of claims that water was contaminated with raw sewerage.

Hon. MEC Kigakelwe responded to the statement by saying Hon. Hattingh should substantiate the allegation of contaminated water and he also condemned the acts of those people who refuse to pay municipal services.


Hon. Hattingh tabled the test report from the Midvaal Water Company to support his statement.
d).
Hon. Rosho on behalf of ANC made the statement about the celebration of the birthday of the first black South African President, Nelson Mandela. As part of the celebration this year the Nelson Mandela Foundation together with the 46664 will use the Madiba’s birthday to celebrate the life, values and ideas of Nelson Mandela. She also said that President Jacob Zuma committed the government to support this initiative and called all South Africans to dedicate their time on the 18th July for goodwill of the communities and service to humanity.
e).
Hon. Num made a statement about the legislature programme that was changed by the Chief Whip without consulting party whips. The changes also affected the constituency day. 


Hon. Moepeng responded by saying that it is not correct to blame the Chief Whip, because committees were responsible for disrupting the programme.
f).
Hon. Motswenyane made a statement about the service delivery protest in Lehurutshe. He condemned the public violence and robberies staged last week during the protests in Lehurutshe by the community. He further urged the Local Government Department and the Ngaka Modiri Molema District Municipality to try and hasten the redress of the problem and not to wait until the end of the year as stated by the district Mayor. 

g).
Hon Franzsen made a statement that condemns racism, violence between employee and employer. As the DA they support the concept of innocent until proven guilty as propagated by the ANC led tri-partite alliance. However the ANC led tri-partite alliance, through its members COSATU does not adhere to its own principles and recklessly acts and accuses and finds farmers guilty of killing worker even before the full investigation has been started as alleged in a SAPA report dated 24th June 2009.


Hon. Baloyi and Hon. Elisha responded to the statement and explained that the ANC is not obliged to respond or to take responsibility to statements made by COSATU in their structures. 
6. ANNOUNCEMENTS, TABLINGS AND COMMITTEE REPORTS
Hon. Speaker referred the House to the attached ATC for all the Annual Performance Plans received and referred to their relevant committees for processing.
7. Proceeding on Bills: 
MEC Mabe tabled the North West Appropriation Bill, 2009 for the revival as it lapsed when the third legislature dissolved. She also tabled the memorandum that explains the realignment of functions in line with the new formation of Provincial Departments
Members of the House requested copies of the North West Appropriation Bill, 2009. Hon. Speaker adjourned the house for 10 minutes for the copies to be circulated in the House (11:41).

Hon. Speaker resumed the House at 12:05 and ask MEC for Finance to table the North West Appropriation Bill,2009.
Hon. Mabe tabled the North West Appropriation Bill, 2009, for the House to revive. The house concurred with the revival of the North West Appropriation Bill, 2009 and the process should continue from the second reading of the Bill
